In this case, the student

If the student has failed a
course by overall point
average, the further
required credits and points
required to pass by overall
point average are shown.
In this case, 15 more
points will be needed to
reach 100 points to pass
the courses by overall
point average.

For the courses that
determine  pass/fail by
overall point average, the
credits for each course are
not shown.
