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Announcement on the Suspension of PEAK Program Recruitment by the College of Arts

and Sciences

As mentioned in today’s announcement from the University regarding the suspension of
PEAK (Programs in English at Komaba) recruitment, we have decided to establish a new
faculty - the UTokyo College of Design - to further accelerate the internationalization of the
University. The mission of internationalizing our education, which has been at the core of
the PEAK program, will now continue at the UTokyo College of Design. This means that,
with the launch of the new college, we will cease accepting applications for PEAK. We have
several important announcements for current students regarding this transition:

First, the suspension of recruitment does not mean the immediate discontinuation
of the PEAK program. PEAK will continue to operate independently of the UTokyo College
of Design until all current students, as well as all future students admitted before the
suspension, have graduated. In short, this change will not affect your studies - you will
continue your academic journey as a PEAK student at the Komaba Campus as originally
planned, including attending classes and receiving supervision from your academic advisor.
Your status as a PEAK student will remain unchanged, even if your studies are extended due
to studying abroad or other circumstances. You will not be transferred to the UTokyo
College of Design,

Second, PEAK will continue to accept new students for entrance in fall 2026.
Admissions that year will proceed as previously. These students will advance to the PEAK
Senior Division —the Japan in East Asia and Environmental Sciences courses of the College
of Arts and Sciences— as in previous years.

Some of you may be considering applying to the PEAK Senior Division courses
through the Senior Division Selection, Recommendation-Based Entrance Examination or
Special Screening Test (Class-1). While discussions are still ongoing, we currently expect
that the Recommendation-Based Entrance Examination and Special Screening Test (Class-
1) for these courses will continue until at least April 2026, and that the Senior Division
Selection process will continue until at least April 2028.

In addition, please note that there are no plans to suspend the recruitment for
GPEAK programs, namely GSP and GPES. These programs will continue to recruit
independently from the undergraduate PEAK program.

Lastly, we understand that some students may be concerned about access to an
alumni network after the PEAK program is terminated. Please be assured that we are
actively working to establish a new, integrated alumni network that will include both PEAK

and UTokyo College of Design graduates. In any case, even after graduation, you will remain



connected to a broad and supportive alumni community of PEAK and the University of
Tokyo.

This concludes the current information from the College of Arts and Sciences. We
would like to once again express our deep gratitude to all PEAK graduates and those who
have supported the program. We remain committed to delivering a high-quality education to
all current and incoming PEAK students and will continue working toward further
internationalization of the College of Arts and Sciences.
