Call for Participants: Entrepreneurship Workshop on Asia and Africa

Purpose

The Division of University Corporate Relations of the University of Tokyo, together with UTokyo
Innovation Platform Co. Ltd., (UTokyo IPC), will hold a workshop for students interested in
entrepreneurship in the emerging markets so that they may understand social issues and startup
trends in Asia and Africa.

The lecturers will be alumni of UTokyo who are currently active as venture capitalists in
Nigeria and India. They will provide students with an overview of what it means to start a business
in emerging markets, what kind of startup ecosystems exist, what kind of challenges they may face,
and how the situations in India and Nigeria differ. This will be followed by a group discussion based
on a particular business case. On the second day, an Indian entrepreneur who has actually started
his business will take the stage to talk about his entrepreneurial experience, and the discussion
that follows will deepen the group work of the previous day.

The main language used will be English, but Japanese will also be used at the same time so
that language will not be a barrier to students. If you are interested in startups in the emerging
markets, this will be a valuable opportunity to learn from the experts.

Undergraduate and graduate students who belong to the University of Tokyo (excluding research
students, auditing students, and specially registered students) at the time of application and who
satisfy all the points below,

* Those who are interested in startups in the emerging markets
* Those who can attend both days and actively participate in the discussions
