Any student found to have engaged in academic misconduct will have their
grades nullified, not only for the course in question, but also for all the courses taken
during that semester. In addition, any student found to have engaged in academic
misconduct during their second year will have any Senior Course Selection Procedure
(shingaku-sentaku) or official acceptance revoked (Refer to the Academic Handbook).

Academic misconduct is never tolerated. We urge all students to heighten their
awareness and comply with the rules governing examinations and reports, and ensure
that no further cases occur in the future.
